I’d been in Suffolk for 15 years and really
needed to find a new job. We were on
holiday in Durham back in February (my
daughter Hannah has been at University
there, so we’ve been up a few times).

The Church Times had an advert for Vicar
of Ponteland, so we came and had a look.
An open church (brilliant), well cared for
and well used. The magazine looks good,
the website brilliant. | did the application
form and sent it in.

get a new centre that will be an asset to
the town.

But the library is good, there’s a creative
writing course at the Methodist Church,
and the church community is friendly. We
explore Morpeth and Hexham, and find
the cafes that welcome prams and their
occupants.

There is a
welcoming church community in the six
churches within the parish. It’s good to get
to know people, and try to learn names.

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Restaurant plan gets green light

at fourth attempt

Developers have won a long running battle
to open a village centre restaurant — at the
fourth attempt.

Castle Morpeth councillors had twice rejected the plans
for former offices above Barclays Bank in Main Street,
Ponteland, branding them “ridiculous”. An appeal was
also dismissed by a Government planning inspector.

The original plan by UGC Holdings saw the premises
extended to both sides, rear and a third storey, to house
a 260 sq m dining area and 43 sq m bar area. Due to
the lack of car parking spaces the firm was offering a
valet service, taking diners’ cars to local free car parks.

Council planners said last year the proposed extensions
were ‘inappropriate for this location in terms of scale,
massing and design in relation to the existing building,
the character of the streetscape and the Conservation
Area’.

But they backed the revised plans, which reduced the
size and scale of the extensions and the number of
seats from 175 to 98.

Objections remained, however, from Ponteland Town
Council, the Civic Society and a small number of
householders and businesses.

Councillors voted by seven to six in favour.
